The MIN Graduate Center offers support to doctoral researchers, including travel
grants for conferences and research stays. These experiences not only enhance
academic growth but also foster international collaboration. In this report, Eda
Dénmez shares insights from the 25th Biennial Conference on the Biology of Marine
Mammals in Perth, Australia:

For Eda, attending this conference was a significant milestone as she was able to
present her research about molecular adaptations to hypoxia and oxydative in
harbour porpoises to a group of experts. Furthermore, she took part in a workshop on
Marine Mammal Genomics, which provided her with plenty new research ideas.
Through these events, Eda was able to link up with several likeminded researchers.
She especially enjoyed talking in person to a professor whose work she had been
following for years. Eda describes her experience attending this conference:

“For me, the conference was what | hoped for and | am happy that | accomplished my
goals which were to strengthen my international collaborations for sample sharing and
research, expand my network and to further my scientific career regarding PostDoc
opportunities. The conference in general was organised beautifully with a lot of native,
aboriginal inclusion which was an amazing, one-of-a-kind experience.”

Eda also got to experience the (extremely impressive) local wildlife, swam with
Australian fur seals and met humpback whales and great white sharks.

After taking part in an international conference, Eda can only recommend fellow
students to attend one themselves, since they offer both a unique experience and an
opportunity to advance one's knowledge, career and network. She also points out,
how MINGZ coaching was of great assistance in organizing and preparing for her
conference attendance beforehand. Thank you, Eda, for your insightful report. We
